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Welcome to ScriptRiter 1.0!

1. This applet was written for physicians to be used by physicians who own HanDBase and PocketReport (with HanDBase add-on). The applet is designed to print prescriptions using the IR port of the Palm. Pre-designation of "favored" medications can be assigned. The applet allows for maintenance of commonly used prescriptions which then can be filtered by disease category, MD, or order and then "flagged" or marked for later printing to the memopad or printer using PocketReport. Limitations of the application are solely those of HanDBase and PocketReport. Forethought has been taken to facilitate movement between records in a logical fashion on the Palm Pilot. 

2. The applet allows the following:

· Refer to a drug list of 329 Medications or add more
· Establish favorite categories to allow for easy access
· Included with registered versions is the script for PocketReport to print to memopad or directly through IR port to printer
· Signature field (presently unable to print with PocketReport)
3. The application is offered as a template and may be modified in any fashion by the purchaser. Full knowledge of HanDBase and PocketReport is recommended. HOWEVER, DISTRIBUTION OF THE APPLET TO OTHER NON-REGISTERED USERS WITHOUT THE EXPRESSED CONSENT OF WINDISOFT IS FORBIDDEN. 

4. This application was written solely for the use with HanDBase Version 2.10 Copyright (c) 1998, 1999 DDH Software (email: dhaupert@ddhsoftware.com ) and with PocketReport Version 1.10 Copyright (c) 1999 Tim Warner and Jens Rupp (email: pocketreport.com )

(Note: HanDBase is released as shareware and must be registered for continued use. Likewise PocketReport is released as shareware and must be registered for continued use. The author of ScriptRiter assumes no responsibility for any damages caused by the use/misuse of these programs.)

5. There are 3 files involved with the application. You will need to have enough memory on your Palm to add all these files during HotSync.

The demo version only allows for perusing the applet and does not allow for any alteration of the records, the popup menus, or image fields. THERE ARE NO POCKETREPORT SCRIPT FILES IN ORDER TO PRINT IN THE DEMO PROGRAM. In order to obtain this functionality you must purchase the registered program.
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Using ScriptRiter 1.0:

Start the program from the “Choose Database” window. 
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There you can find the ScrRt-1.0 database. Touch it and the first screen should appear. Dummy records have been added for demonstration purposes. Touch the first record.
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The first screen of this record should be self-explanatory. All pop-up menus can be amended or altered anytime. It is, however, recommended that the first record that has already been entered be left intact until the full functional aspects of the applet have been explored and reviewed in this tutorial.

As stated most of the fields are self-explanatory. 

THE MOST IMPORTANT FIELD AS FAR AS PRINTING PRESCRIPTIONS IS THE "Take?" checkbox field. This field flags the records that are to be printed by PocketReport. 

The "MD" field allows for keeping several different MDs drugs in one database and filtering each MD's own drugs that he prefers. The "Fav" field allows for classifying the drugs according to disease or disease system preference used to treat any medical problem. Touch the "Fav" header and the following pull down menu will appear. This menu can be modified with up to 60 selections by scrolling down to the bottom of the menu and editing the field's menu (see below).
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I. Using the Field Headers

The headers can be used to take advantage of pull down menus, etc. For example touch on the "Denom" header and the following screen will appear. 
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You can add or delete names in this field by scrolling down to the bottom of the pull down menu and touch "Edit Popup List". The Popup values can then be amended or appended to.

Another important use of field headers is that it can be used to look up drugs allowing for internal consistency. 

For example, add a new drug record:
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Type in "fio" and then touch the "Drug" header. The applet finds the best match in the "Drug_list" db. Touch Fiorinal and the screen returns with the correct spelling of the medication and with generic and classification information. The additional generic and classification can be found by scrolling down the screen.
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This feature also allows for adding medications to the "Drug_List" database as well as adding consistency in medication selection.

II. Printing Perscriptions to Memopad or to a printer

1. The first step to printing prescriptions is to set up your ScrRt1.0 database files. Configure your favorite medications so that they can be administered as you please. Filters can be used when trying to find specific medications for a disease process, especially as the database starts to grow and your are not interested in scrolling through the entire database.

REMEMBER HOWEVER, THAT THE MOST IMPORTANT FIELD IS THE "TAKE?" CHECKBOX FIELD SINCE ONLY THESE FIELDS WILL BE CONFIGURED TO PRINT.
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Note that only those meds checked in this column will be printed.

2. The second step is configuring the PocketReport program to use the HanDBase data so that it can print this data to the memopad or to a printer. First go to the applications screen on your palm:
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From the screen of the PocketReport three assignments need to be made: 1. Source, 2. Template,  3. Target. First assign the Source by touching the Source "Change" Button on the Source line.
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Assign the format as shown to HanDBase. This allows PocketReport to know what type of data is being used.

Next you need to assign the database to use for the data. Use the "Database" pull down menu to pick the ScrRt-1.0 Db.


Touch the "OK" button at the bottom of the "Source" screen when the database assignment to ScrRt-1.0 is accomplished.

Now the Template needs to be assigned. Touch the "Change" button on the "Template" line.


Make sure the "ScrRt-1.0 MEMOt3" or "ScrRt-1.0 PPt3" is selected. If not, use the pull down menu to pick the "ScrRt-1.0 MEMOt3" or "ScrRt-1.0 PPt3"  Memo.

3. Lastly, the target for the output of PocketReport must be assigned. At first the "Memo" target should be chosen. However, to print to a printer through the IR port the "Target" needs to be changed:



The number of records per page needs to be changed to "5".

4. The last thing that needs to be changed is the Template Memo that is included with the REGISTERED program. The name of the Memo "ScrRt-1.0 MEMOt3" or "ScrRt-1.0 PPt3". Go to the Memopad and open the "REPORT ScrRt-1.0 MEMOt3". 

There you will find the following text:

You will need to over write the information here (start with "John Q. Public, MD") to have the correct headers for your prescriptions.

Using the PocketReport Program

Script or instructions have been provided to use the PocketReport program to print to the memopad or directly through the IR port to print prescriptions.
To print to a printer directly thru the IR port, three (3) Palm programs are required: 1. HanDBase, 2. PocketReport, and 3. A Palm Printing program such as PalmPrint (StevensCreek sotware):

Problems with the memos from the memopad:

If you have trouble loading the memo files up they can be loaded from the text files in the "Memo" directory with the registered version into the Palm Desktop application "Memo" section.
