This application is for tracking Serum Glucose, insulin dosages, pulse and blood pressure, it also allows you to record notes about symptoms, meals, and other related information. It currently exports to the Memo application, but a database driven conduit is slowly in the works. 

This is written as therapy for the author after a recent unexpected moderate stroke exposed several underlying conditions in his health such as diabetes and hypertension. Since he was a professional programmer before the stroke, this is done primarily as occupational therapy, but if you find it really useful, see above… 
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This is the login screen. It is there for your privacy. You could use no USERNAME or PASSWORD but this is like a medical record and should be private.

From the Report screen you can purge the log table into a memo-pad based report that can be imported into various editors.

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NEW starts a new record. Post saves it or saves an edit of it.

Find allows you to enter a key number in the upper left and search for the individual record.

Cancel resets the screen.

Clear does just that. 

Dates and times are popup editors and TimeCode is a combo box.

Post is what you do to save a new or edited record.
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Further enhancements include:

A database synch in Delphi to convert the PDB to XML format.

Graphing on the Windows client app.

Mx User Support.
