Grocery List Instructions

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Aisles - It is possible to input the aisle number of each of the items in your Favorites List by selecting the aisle for the item displayed in the Pricing page. The drop down list has aisle 01, 01A and 01B from 1 to 24. The List with Price has a column labeled "A" that displays these aisle numbers. Tapping the "A" will sort the List by aisle number. In addition, you can filter the list by inputting an aisle number in the 'A:' space at the bottom on the List with Price page.

Beaming - From the Menu the user can tap the Beam List and the Grocery List will beam itself over to another device. The receiving PDA needs the same version of Grocery List to read this beamed file. The file completely replaces the same file on the receiving device. 
The Beam It feature will beam any selected file to another Palm OS PDA.  It is an integrated full-featured Beaming program (it allows beaming of DB files). You can denote what type of files you wish to beam by tapping the Drop Down button at the upper left of the screen and selecting its type. If you select Custom, the selection page will display and allow you to filter by Creator ID or file Type. Use upper case letters to ID.

Cat Page - This page allows you a means to create your list by tapping the description of items that you wish to purchase. If this page is entered via the Grocery List page the following features are enabled: [image: image2.png]



Multiple tapping of the description will adjust the qty upward. 
Additionally, on this page you can add items to the category by tapping ADD, inputting a description then tapping SAVE. 
As you order items, it is possible to attach a note to the selected item by tapping NOTE. Once a note has been created an N is displayed to the left of the qty ordered. You can view this note at anytime by tapping Note after the item is selected. These notes remain attached to the item until you erase it by tapping the square in the upper right hand corner of the Notes page. The N will be displayed only if the qty for the item is => than one (1). You can also indicate you have a coupon for the item. 
See COUPONS below. 
All of the other features described in Show List are available on this page.
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Grocery List Page - Tap whichever category you wish to order and the Cat page will display with the items in this category. 
If you wish to view all items in the database, tap ALL and the complete list will be displayed in the All page in alpha sequence. ADD and DELETE are disabled if you enter the All page using ALL. 
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CLEAR LIST button on the Grocery List page at the upper right hand corner will completely erase all items ordered. It will also clear the Note, Coupon and filled (X) indicators.
SHOW LIST button will display the Ordered list as explained in Show List.
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Color - You can customize the color scheme of the program as you desire. Enter the Menu, select Setup and Color/Font.  Select the element you wish to change the color of, tap the Pick Color button. Select the color you want the element to have and then tap OK then tap Set Continue to select elements as desired. The program will save these settings when you exit. 
If you want to return to the original settings tap the Default button.

Coupons - You can indicate you have a coupon for any item by selecting the item and then tapping the COUPON button. When you do so, an asterisks is placed in the code [image: image6.png]Color Fonts
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column and the word – Coupon - is appended to the end of the descriptions. The way to remove these coupon indicators is to use the CLEAR button in the Grocery List  page.

Export - Export allows you to send your Grocery List to your PDA Memo Pad or to beam it to another PDA's Memo Pad. After syncing the device, you can print the list from the Palm Desktop.

Favorites - Allows the user to customize a list that contains just the items they have ordered in the past. Items are placed in the list by tapping on their description in either the Category List of the item or tapping on the description in the All list. [image: image7.png]Favorites | Remave &
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The page has a REMOVE button that will take the selected item off of the Favorites List. 
The last Date an item is selected is displayed in the list instead of its category name. This list can be sorted by Date to allow the user to view at the top of the list the items that haven't been ordered recently. 
Although Category is not displayed, the search of the Cat. feature is still active. 

Font - You can adjust the font being used by the program if you wish. Follow the instructions for getting to the Color page above and then tap one of the four choices under FONTS. Understand that larger fonts might make the reading of the descriptions of the items harder to read.
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Kitchen Equivalent Chart - This page displays common conversions useful as a tool to ensure you are purchasing the correct quantities of items requested for a recipe. RETURN  will return you to the Main page.

Menu - Navigation through the program is possible by using the Menus that are provided. Access to the menus is by tapping the Menu button on the PDA or tapping the upper left hand corner of any screen. The Menu button is located under the big house on the silk screen on the PDA.

Pricing - Either from Favorites or from List, you can set the price of any of the products. This will take you to either the Price List displayed with the prices shown instead of the items categories or the Pricing page. If entering from the 'List with Price' page you can tap EDITS to move to the PRICING page for the item selected. 
The PRICING page allows you to input the price for the item and also indicate whether the item is taxable or not. From this page tapping the TAX RATE button will allow you to input the current sales tax rate. Only one tax rate is allowed and required. A typical [image: image9.png]() em () prie T (2
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entry would be 0.0825. Any items that are taxable have a 'T' displayed in the list boxes. Tapping either the item will place a "X" in the Notes column indicating that the item has been filled. In this page the item is not removed from the list by tapping. This feature allows you to still check your list after check out. 
To remove the items from the list, the user should use the Clear List feature in the Grocery List  page. Removing the item individually from this list is possible only by tapping the minus button (-). Exiting the page and re-entering will re-calculate the totals.
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Price Updating is possible from the Price List page to allow a quick means of either inputting the price of the item or changing the price as you shop.[image: image11.png]Lict E——
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The method used to access the price of the item is to first turn off the tapping feature by tapping the ON button located at the upper right hand corner (this button then reads OFF) and allows you to select the item. Once selected, tap the dollar sign, input or change the price using the number buttons displayed and then SAVE. Using the CLEAR button will erase the amount if desired first.
Show List Page - This page displays all items ordered in alpha sequence by item. RETURN button will return to the Grocery List page.  NOTE displays any items that have an N displayed in the far left column. This N indicates that this item within the list has had a Note saved for you to view.  
Qty ON/OFF button turns off the feature of adding to the qty if items are tapped. Adding to the qty in this page is not allowed.  You shouldn't want the qty to change when you are selecting the item to place in your Cart or view the attached note. 
The MINUS button (-) will reduce the qty of any selected item, by one, each time it is tapped. If you tap the button until the qty equals zero, the item will disappear from the Ordered list. 
The ITEM (A-z) and CAT (A-z) headings will sort the column alphabetically when tapped. 
The bottom of this screen allows you to filter the items by inputting the first couple of letters of either the Item Description or Item Category. The Flt button located here will display ON if the filter is in effect and Flt if not.
