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Lock Section:


The Main Form is the container for two sections namely Lock Section and Database Section. The Lock Section manages the security of the system and displays the current Private Record Status of your system.


The Database Section is where the user can store their most personal records with no limitations of the record category. The records are encrypted when the database is protected with password.

Password for the system security is entered by the click of the button whose caption is –unassigned- and later after the password is assigned the button caption is turned to –assigned-. The private record status of the system is shown as an indication. It can be altered by the click of either Show/Hide buttons.

There are two passwords for the system namely full password and quick password. The quick password works only on the first entry attempt that can be entered within the specified duration.
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The settings page as shown below can be brought by the click of the settings button on the lock section of the main page.
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The Display option in the Lock Settings Form, which has images for the lock screen and an option to enter the owner text as an source of information to convey at locked state is shown below.

The Owner text is shown at a separate frame of the Password Entry form of the locked system. The count down time for the quick password entry is shown below in the password entry field. After the finish of the count down the system never accepts the quick password as a valid password rather it accepts the full password as a valid one. During these count down, the user can enter either the quick password or the full password.

Database Section:


The MyHistory Page is the container for all the records that are categorized by selecting the category from the pop-up list, which is shown below.
